1. What is Bloom’s Taxonomy Revised?
· Imagine learning as climbing a ladder — each step builds upon the last.
· Bloom’s Taxonomy Revised is a framework that explains levels of thinking in learning.
· It helps teachers design lessons that encourage critical and creative thinking, not just memorisation.
· Students move from recalling facts to applying, analysing, evaluating, and creating.
· It acts as a teacher’s toolbox, providing a shared language for learning goals.

2. The Evolution of Bloom’s Taxonomy
· 1956: Created by Benjamin Bloom to classify levels of thinking.
· Widely adopted and influential, but education evolved over time.
· 2001 Revision (Anderson & Krathwohl):
· Shifted from nouns → verbs (focus on actions, not concepts).
· Placed Creating at the top, showing creativity as the highest skill.
· Ensured relevance for 21st-century teaching and learning.

3. The Six Levels of Cognitive Learning
1. Remembering – Recall facts and basics (e.g. times tables, dates).
2. Understanding – Explain meaning or summarise (e.g. causes of WWII).
3. Applying – Use knowledge in new contexts (e.g. solve maths problems).
4. Analysing – Break information into parts; see relationships (e.g. compare political systems).
5. Evaluating – Make judgments, justify decisions, critique (e.g. assess credibility of a source).
6. Creating – Generate new ideas, solutions, or products (e.g. design an experiment, write a story).

4. Applying Bloom’s Taxonomy in Education
Lesson Planning
· Teachers design objectives across all levels.
· Example: Instead of listing planets (Remembering), ask students to create a travel brochure for one planet (Creating).
Assessment Design
· Move beyond multiple-choice recall.
· Use essays, projects, or open-ended tasks that measure analysis, evaluation, and creativity.
