Challenge card 3 -Assessment
How will the pupils show me what they know, understand and can do?
Your assessment during the lesson will likely form a series or cycle of strategies from the suggestions below. Think about the 5 Key Principles as you look at them. Which would work and where?
eg.
· teacher introduction
· teacher explanation of learning objectives and ‘the bigger picture’ -connections to last lesson/next lesson
· recap activity/revisiting prior learning
· teacher explanation of concept/required knowledge/context
· predictions (eg. about a text)
· teacher modelling of task and desired outcomes
· asking questions (open/closed/hinge/Socratic/assertive),
· think/pair/share activities
· mini whiteboards
· feedback from pupils to the class
· teacher input/feedback to the class
· group activities (verbal/written) individual activities (verbal/written) etc.
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
